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The Bolingbrook Historic Preservation
Commission was established by the Village
Board in 1993 to preserve Bolingbrook’s
rich heritage.

History is alive and well here.

On the Northwest side of town we have the
Boardman Cemetery circa 1832. The
Commission and DuPage Township, have
been fundraising since 1999 for the new
fence and gate. The new gate was dedicated
in October 2002. Commemorative Plaza
Bricks may be purchased through DuPage
Township 630-759-1317.

Bolingbrook’s 200-year-old Sugar Maple tree
is located along Weber Road on the Village's
Far West side in the Maple Park Plaza. The
tree has a social history. Early farm families
used the tree as a gathering spot. Lanterns
were hung from the branches and dances or
ice skating parties were held underneath the
tree.

We are responsible for the museum which is
located on the site of the Ist Village Hall,
444 E. Briarcliff Rd., in Bolingbrook’s
Historic District.
